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RAMI Awards Nominations Guidelines
RAMI Organization members will now nominate and select the musicians / groups / technicians that will appear on the ballot for the RAMI Awards.

Nomination / Voting Procedure:

Step One:  RAMI Organization members may submit nominations for up to three musicians / groups / technicians for each awards category.  Nominations must meet the following criteria:

1)
The artist must have worked a minimum of eight (8) public performances in the current calendar year within a fifty (50) mile radius of the center of Rockford (intersection of State St. and Main St.).

2)
To be eligible all artists, technicians and recording studios must legally reside within the 50 mile radius (same as above) or in the case of performance groups have half or more of its members meeting the residency requirement.

3)
To be considered for an originals category, the artist’s live performances must contain at least fifty (50) percent original material.

A list of all nominees will be compiled from the submitted nominations and presented to the RAMI Organization membership for selection to be included on the RAMI Awards ballot.  
Step Two:  RAMI Organization members will choose up to five nominees from Step One for each category to be included on the ballot.  A maximum of five nominees will be placed in each category on the ballot.  The submitted choices will be tallied and the top five choices will be included on the ballot in each category.   For a category to be included on the ballot there must be at least three nominees in the category.  The RAMI committee will review the selection results and may move nominees to other categories to fill out categories with less than five nominees.

Step Three:  The RAMI Committee will contact the nominees in each category to request a bio, photo and song clip for inclusion on the RAMI nominations page.  Any nominee that does not submit this information will be removed from the ballot and the next nominee in line beyond the initial five nominees will be contacted.

Step Four:  The RAMI Organization membership will vote on the ballot to choose the winners for the RAMI Awards.

People’s Choice Nominations

People’s Choice nominations may be made by the public during the specified nomination period. 

There are four People’s Choice awards:

Favorite Venue
Favorite Radio Station

Artist of the Year

Favorite Special Event 

There is a separate nomination form for each People’s Choice award. You may nominate more than one artist, radio station, special event or venue.  

Voting for the People’s Choice awards will be done during the same time period as voting for the RAMI Musician/Technician awards.  Voting is open to the public.

Please Note:  The RAMI Awards nominations and the People’s Choice nominations are independent of each other.  Nominations submitted to the RAMI Awards categories DO NOT automatically get placed into the People’s Choice awards.
